Day 1: DAY 1: PRAGUE

(A breathtaking panoramic view of Prague’s
Old Town Square featuring historic architecture, colorful rooftops, and Gothic church towers.)

Welcome to  PRAGUE! Upon arriving at the airport, we’ll transfer you to your hotel. Check the
information boards in the hotel reception area for details about the welcome meeting with your guide. 
In the evening, we’ll transfer you to the Old Town Square, a lively area bustling with tourist activity.
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You can enjoy dinner at one of the many restaurants offering a variety of international cuisines,
including Czech, Chinese, Indian, and Italian. Afterward, there will be a return transfer to the hotel.

Day 2: DAY 2: PRAGUE

Today, we’ll visit the capital, PRAGUE, the Baroque jewel of Europe. Our local tour guide will lead an
informative  panoramic tour, highlighting the city’s most outstanding monuments.

Golden evening light illuminates Prague
Castle and St. Vitus Cathedral above the historic rooftops of Prague.

During the tour, there will be a visit to Prague Castle (admission included). After that, enjoy a boat
ride on the Vltava River (included). In the afternoon, you’ll have free time to explore the city on your
own.

Day 3: DAY 3: PRAGUE - MUNICH - INNSBRUCK

We´ll depart early and head to Bavaria,  GERMANY. We’ll arrive in MUNICH  by midday, where
you´ll have free time to stroll through the historic city center and enjoy lunch. In the
afternoon, we’ll continue to AUSTRIA.

Brightly painted historic buildings line the Inn
River in Innsbruck, framed by the stunning Austrian Alps.

Upon arrival in the heart of the Alps, you´ll have time to explore  INNSBRUCK, the capital of Tyrol.
There will be time for dinner in the Golden Roof area and Old Town.

Day 4: DAY 4: INNSBRUCK - SALZBURG

Today, we’ll visit the Swarovski Museum (admission included), the renowned home of
crystals. We’ll explore its impressive gardens and learn how these exquisite crystal pieces are made.
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Next, you’ll have free time to stroll through the historic center of INNSBRUCK.

(The iconic Giant at Swarovski Kristallwelten
in Wattens, Austria, welcomes visitors with its unique landscape art and cascading waterfall.)

Our journey will continue along scenic mountain roads until we reach  KITZBÜHEL, a Tyrolean town
famous for its ski resort, where you can enjoy snow nearly year-round. This town hosts the
legendary Hahnenkamm Race, one of the most prestigious and thrilling alpine skiing events in the
world. We´ll reach SALZBURG  by the end of the day.

Day 5: DAY 5: SALZBURG - LAKE TRAUNSEE - VIENNA

Today, we’ll get to know AUSTRIA better. During the morning, we´ll explore  SALZBURG, Mozart’s
city. Its Renaissance and Baroque center is filled with beauty, all in the shadow of the grand castle.
Next, we’ll travel through lakes and mountains to reach ST. WOLFGANG  is a renowned pilgrimage
site in Austria.

(Lake Traunsee glows beneath dramatic
alpine peaks during a peaceful Austrian sunset.)

 We’ll then head to TRAUNKIRCHEN, located beside the beautiful Traunsee Lake, where we’ll take
an  included cruise to see four of the lake´s castles before disembarking in  GMUNDEN.
Afterward, we’ll continue to VIENNA, arriving in the evening.

Day 6: DAY 6: VIENNA

Today, we’ll embark on a panoramic tour of this impressive city with a local guide. We’ll explore its
majestic avenues, beautiful palaces, large parks, and vibrant city center. In the afternoon, you’ll have
free time to explore on your own.
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(The charming Alter Bach-Hengl wine tavern
offers an authentic Heuriger experience in Vienna’s historic Grinzing district.)

In the evening, we’ll include a transfer to the Grinzing district, an old wine-growing village now part
of the city, known for its traditional taverns. You’ll have free time to dine in the area.

Day 7: DAY 7: VIENNA - BUDAPEST

After about three hours of travel, we’ll arrive in BUDAPEST, the capital of  HUNGARY. Our first stop
will be the lively area of Váci utca, where you’ll have free time for lunch. After, we’ll kick off our
exploration of Budapest with an included boat trip on the Danube River, with historic Buda on one
bank and cosmopolitan Pest on the other.

(A scenic evening boat trip along the
Danube River showcasing Budapest’s glowing riverside architecture and iconic Parliament building.)

The views are unbeatable. Following this, we’ll begin a panoramic tour  of the so-called “Queen of
the Danube.” You’ll have some free time afterwards. In the evening, we’ll offer an optional outing to a
Magyar show, with dinner included.

Day 8: DAY 8: BUDAPEST - BRATISLAVA - PRAGUE

We will leave  Budapest early and head for  Bratislava, the capital of  Slovakia, a charming city
along the Danube with an attractive historic center. You´ll have time to explore and enjoy lunch.
After, we’ll continue our journey to the Czech Republic, arriving in  Prague  in the evening.

Day 9: DAY 9: PRAGUE

After breakfast, our journey will come to an end, leaving you with wonderful lasting memories.
