We will go on a tour of Fez, entering through the Bronze Gates of the Royal Palace and exploring the
Jewish quarter, its lively souks, and the Tanners’ Quarter. As the cultural capital of the country, Fez
is renowned for its impressive Medina, which preserves the traditional Arab atmosphere like no other.
We will conclude our visit with an included lunch at a historic palace in the Medina.

In the afternoon, we will journey north through Morocco on a modern highway, reaching Tangier by
evening. Dinner will be included.
